


2. :Increase‘Lighting-Overlay Zone from Three to Five Miles

Because light pollution has .a serious Impact on the ‘Camp .Bullis Mission, San

Antonio adopted an ordinance creating the Military Lighting Overlay District and
subsequently zoned a three-mile buffer. Both Bexar and Comal counties adopted

dark sky orders ‘for ‘a ‘three-mile buffer in the unincorporated areas of ‘the

respective counties, However, a larger buffer zone is required. The City of San

Antonio intendsto Increase the Military Lighting Overlay District-from athree-mile

bufferto a five-mile buffer as soon as possible. '

3. CPS Retrofit of Street Lighting

‘The City will work with CPS Energy to eliminate all-up-lighting from CPS Energy
controlled lights within the five-mile buffer zone surrounding Camp Bullis. This

includes:
 Expressway lights (along |10 and Highway 281.and Loop 1604)

« Whiteway Lights and Residential Streetlights-— along major thoroughfares
and in residential areas (non-gated, public streets)

- Security Lights - located on private property or along streets in gated,
private subdivisions

4. Real Estate Disclosure (Voluntary)

In addition to implementing all possible regulations that will protect -he Camp
Bullis mission, the City will also encourage voluntary actions to be ‘taken by
stakeholders, developers and landowners. Priorto'the transfer of teal property,
sellers -and their agents would disclose noise, light, hazard areas and other

impacts caused bythe nearby military operation.

Additionally, -a -City website will depict the Military Influence Areas and their
associated impacts. '

‘5. ‘Camp Bullis JLLUS Implementation Committee:

A Camp Bullis JLUS Implementation Committee 1o carry out ‘the
‘recommendations will be formed. The Committee will include representation‘from
the City of San Antonio, Bexar County, Military Transformation Task Force
. (MTTF) members, and other JLUS governmental partners.
